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HOME SCHOOL AGREEMENT POLICY

In accordance with our aims, we work to ensure that all children achieve their full potential. We recognise that parents are a child’s first and most important educators and strive to promote the highest standards of achievement through close communication and working in partnership. 
School will:
· Provide a high standard of teaching that enables pupils of all abilities to reach their potential.

· Communicate with parents about the life of the school through the agreed channels.
· Provide pupils with high-quality online learning in the case of a prolonged school closure.

Parents/Carers will:

· Ensure that their child attends school regularly and punctually in line with the school’s attendance policy including with regards to holidays in term time.
· Support the school’s policies including those on child protection, e-safety, behaviour, uniform & homework.
· Attend parents’ meetings about their child’s progress.
· Inform the school of any issues which might affect their child’s progress or behaviour.
· Support the school community through its activities and events.
· Speak to school staff about concerns, not post adverse comments about children, staff or the school on any social networking sites including Facebook.
· Read and respond to communications from the school.
· Encourage their child to try their hardest with homework and home learning and provide a supportive home environment that values learning.

Pupils will:
· Keep our school rules which support the right to learn, the right to be respected and the right to be safe.
· Tell a member of staff if they have any worries or concerns.
· Take an active part in lessons and work co-operatively with others.
· Complete all class work and homework on time and to the best of their ability.
· Look smart in the correct school uniform.
· Have the correct equipment every day and look after the things used in school.
· Use all of the school equipment properly.
· Use the computers and Internet properly at home and at school, including by using age appropriate sites in a responsible way.
