Beside the Sea

YEAR 4 



Useful information: 
Welcome: 
Our themed curriculum topic this term is 
‘Beside the Sea. The children will be 
learning about this through a range of 
topics and subject areas. Our themed 
curriculum covers the History, 
Geography, Art and Music aspects of the 
National Curriculum with a focus on key 
English and Maths skills. The theme of 
‘Beside the Sea’ will focus on developing 
children’s understanding of how the 
United Kingdom’s coasts have formed as 
well as how a trip to the beach has 
changed over time. We will also be 
exploring the artist, Boswell, and 
comparing the difference between 
foreground and background in his work 
before completing our own piece 
inspired by Boswell.  
Subjects including Science, French, 
Computing, D.T., R.E., PSHCE and P.E. 
will continue to be taught 
independently, although cross-
curricular links will be made. 
Alongside the Music that is covered in 
our Theme lessons, we will be 
continuing to learn to play the guitar 
this term. 
Our themed curriculum ensures that 
children are taught the key skills and 
knowledge from the National 
Curriculum. In addition, it provides 
opportunities for pupils to ask 
questions about what they would like 
to know, enabling greater engagement 
in the curriculum and opportunities to 
stretch and enthuse our children. 

PE: 
Year 4 have P.E. on a Thursday each week. 
Children will be developing their 
rounders, athletics, gymnastic and tennis 
skills this term so must have a pair of 
suitable trainers in school to enable them 
to take part. 
Please ensure that your child comes to 
school in their P.E. kits on a Thursday.

Theme: Beside the Sea 
Learning Overview: 
Our theme topic this term is ‘Beside the Sea.’ We will be exploring the coasts 
of the UK as well as popular tourist destinations over time. We will also be 
looking at the artist, Boswell, and create a picture inspired by his use of 
foreground and background.  
By the end of the unit, the children will be able to: 
¶ Explain changes to a seaside holiday over time.  
¶ Explore and label popular coasts around the UK.  
¶ Identify the physical features of a coast and explain how they are formed.  
¶ Compare similarities and difference to bathing suits from different time 

periods.  
¶ Create a picture inspired by Boswell, depicting foreground and 

background.

¶ The seaside at West Wittering on Friday 8th July 2022 

 

Things to do at home: 
¶ Discuss what it is like going to the beach  
¶ Write a postcard after visiting the beach explaining what you have seen 

and done  
¶ Design your own bathing suit for the Victorian time period  
¶ Explore artwork by Boswell and try to copy sections of it  
¶ Draw a diagram to show the effects of erosion on a coastline

Maths 

Objectives being covered this term: 
Decimals  

¶ Recognise and write decimal equivalents of any number of tenths or 
hundredths.  

¶ Find the effect of dividing a one or two digit number by 10 or 100, identifying 
the value of the digits in the answer as ones, tenths and hundredths  

¶ Round decimals with one decimal place to the nearest whole number.  

¶ Compare numbers with the same number of decimal places up to two decimal 
places.  

Measurement- Money  

¶ Estimate, compare and calculate different measures, including money in 
pounds and pence.  

¶ Solve simple measure and money problems involving fractions and decimals 
to two decimal places.  

Time  

¶ Convert between different units of measure [for example, kilometre to metre; 
hour to minute]  

¶ Read, write and convert time between analogue and digital 12- and 24-hour 
clocks.  

¶ Solve problems involving converting from hours to minutes; minutes to 
seconds; years to months; weeks to days.  

Statistics  

¶ Interpret and present discrete and continuous data using appropriate 
graphical methods, including bar charts and time graphs.  

¶ Solve comparison, sum and difference problems using information presented 
in bar charts, pictograms, tables and other graphs.  

Geometry: Properties of shape  

¶ Identify acute and obtuse angles and compare and order angles up to two 
right angles by size.  

¶ Compare and classify geometric shapes, including quadrilaterals and triangles, 
based on their properties and sizes.  

¶ Identify lines of symmetry in 2-D shapes presented in different orientations.  

¶ Complete a simple symmetric figure with respect to a specific line of 
symmetry.  

Geometry: Position and Direction  

¶ Describe positions on a 2-D grid as coordinates in the first quadrant.  

¶ Plot specified points and draw sides to complete a given polygon.  

¶ Describe movements between positions as translations of a given unit to the 
left/ right and up/ down.

Find the coordinates of each corner by reading along the x axis 

and then along the y axis. H would be (6,1). 

Translate a shape a certain amount left/right/up/down. This 

shape has been translated 4 left and 3 up.

noted for her contributions to the Civil Rights Movement. 

 -Earlier this year she became the first black women to be buried at Parisô Pantheon.
